Some local growers are reporting increases for May and
June over last year, but extreme heat and a mini-drought in July are slowing
things down for growers, landscapers and garden centers alike.

Political Update

State Senator Grendell (Lake/Geauga) received a setback recently when Ohio

Governor Kasich, responding to pressure from environmental groups and other
governors, vetoed the Great Lakes water protection bill. Grendell and others
had championed a job-friendly bill with lighter restrictions than other states.

Speaker Batchelder (Medina) recently discussed a possible veto over-ride. Ohio’s
response to this landmark preservation effort will impact everyone in the north-
ern part of the state. Let’s hope our leaders strive to fashion a new bill that pro-
motes jobs and the re-industrialization of Ohio, while safeguarding our most im-
portant resource...Lake Erie.

As many in our industry struggle to rediscover a path to profits, our federal
government devolves from ‘political science’ to ‘weird science’, at least with re-
gard to the national debt. We urge our leaders to consider the needs of small
businesses, which lead the way in job-creation, and not just ‘Big Business’ and

Recognized as one of the green
industry’s oldest and most respected wholesale growers and long associated with
finest-quality Taxus, Fairview Evergreemow offers an extensive line of ever-
greens, deciduous shrubs and shade trees to landscapers, re-wholesalers and gar-
den centers throughout the Eastern US and Canada.

Frank Hetz, who left his first career as a painter to become a nurseryman be-
cause it was ‘healthier’, lived to see his nursery survive two World Wars, the
Great Depression and countless changes to the industry. His commitment to
hard work and ‘A-1 stock’ instilled future generations with the passion to make
the nursery grow and survive. He retired from the nursery in his seventies but

{i kBasiness transfers between family generations have contributed to the de-
mise of many nursery operations, but the Hetz family has tackled this problem
with the same ingenuity and straight-forward thinking that characterizes all their
other activities. Today the grandchildren and great-grandchildren of Frank Hetz,
plus over 100 non-family workers, eagerly look forward to serving the green in-
dustry for the next 100 years.
